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Margaret Beasy has submitted the following contribution—mindful of the CMS
mission weekend only a few weeks away and of our shared mission for Christ

It is an extract from Erwin Lutzer's book 'Hitler's Cross (which won a ‘Christianity
& Society’ Gold Medallion Award).

"I lived in Germany during the Nazi Holocaust. | considered myself a Christian.
We heard stories of what was happening to the Jews, but we tried to distance
ourselves from it, because, what could anyone do to stop it?

A railroad track ran behind our small church and each Sunday morning we could
hear the whistle in the distance and then the wheels coming over the tracks.

We became disturbed when we heard the cries coming from the train as it
passed by. We realized that it was carrying Jews like cattle in the cars! Week
after week the whistle would blow. We dreaded to hear the sound of those
wheels because we knew that we would hear the cries of the Jews en route to a
death camp. Their screams tormented us. We knew the time the train was
coming and when we heard the whistle blow we began singing hymns. By the
time the train came past our church we were singing at the top of our voices.

If we heard the screams, we sang more loudly and soon we heard them no
more.

Years have passed and no one talks about it anymore. But I still hear that train
whistle in my sleep. God forgive me; forgive all of us who called ourselves
Christians yet did nothing to intervene."

Lutzer then goes on to say -

“That story, which speaks so pointedly to the weakness of the church speaks
also to us. Do we hear the train here - the cries of the pre-born children in our
abortion clinics, the abused child across the street, or the minorities who are
daily discriminated against in the normal course of their existence? Or does our
busy service for Christ drown out these muffled cries? Unfortunately, only a few
German Christians saw the Jews as their brothers and sisters. A delegate to the
1950 synod of the Evangelical Church in Germany declared, "In every train
which carried Jews to their death-camps in the East, at least one Christian
should have been a voluntary passenger.”

It confronts us with the question and the challenge then and now—
‘What does it mean for the Church to be Church?’

May we draw closer to Christ and be progressively transformed into His
likeness, loving God and loving our neighbours as ourselves, not indifferent to
the suffering and injustice around us but acting with self-sacrificial love and
compassion to make a difference where we can—
for Christ’'s sake and in His Name.
