In the fairytale of Hansel and Gretel, 
breadcrumbs are left as a means to find the 
way home – it shows the way back!   
Often after Family Church at Holy Trinity 
there are bread crumbs all over the carpet 
throughout the church and I think they 
show the opposite – I think they show the 
future!  
 

It is easy to get upset with the mess of 
breadcrumbs but, besides the possibility 
that we have been visited by Hansel and 
Gretel, I think it tells us two very important 
things. Firstly it tells me that we really need 
to look at creating some safe play area 
outside the church. Secondly it tells me that 
there are kids in our parish who feel very 
comfortable and at home in our church. 
That is as it should be and we need to do 
whatever it takes to make sure this 
continues. Hopefully, one day, they  might 

find themselves chasing their own kids 
around the church, as they drop 
breadcrumbs all over the place—feeling 
just at home in the church as they do! 
 

That’s why I think our breadcrumbs show 
the future rather than the past.  
 

Earlier this year I spoke at our Annual 
General Meeting about how we may need 
to surf some very big waves that I believe 
God is developing in our parish. It appears 
that some of these waves are starting to 
crest and that means we have to decide if 
we are going to try and catch them or 
simply pull out and let them go past.

They are certainly big waves and, as I sit 
and type this, I hear some voices of doubt. Maybe you are 
one of those people who doubts that we should be 
considering all this. Can I tell you that I don’t come at this 
with grandiose visions of building a kingdom of my own. 
Neither do I come to this point thinking this will be easy – I 
have spent much time asking our Lord what He is doing 
because it all looks too big and too scary! To continue the 
analogy I would much prefer to go and paddle in the 
shallows of St Kilda beach! 

 

And yet amongst the voices of doubt I also hear other 
voices – still and quiet voices. Yes it may be way outside my 
comfort zone but we are reminded of the Apostle Paul’s 
words - “when I am weak, then I am strong.” (because I 
depend on God alone) (2 Corinthians 12:10) 

 

I know that this parish has undertaken some major 
tasks in the past. I am aware of  

building Holy Trinity on the current site,  
building the hall at Holy Trinity,  
building the current Christ Church,  
building the St Stephen’s Sunday School room  
employing a youth minister 
employing a secretary 
and then, more recently, building of the new rectory.  
 

I believe that now is another one of those major 
turning points in the life of this parish.  

 

There is an old stirring quote – “that if I am able to 
see great distances and do wonderful things it is because I 
have stood on the shoulders of giants.” I believe that all of 
us are part of a strong parish that is well resourced because 
of faithful and visionary giants who have gone before us.   

 

Which brings me back to the breadcrumbs: I hope that 
some 20 years from now, one of those young kids who 
currently creates a mess with the breadcrumbs might be able 
to say – “I am standing on the shoulders of giants who made 
brave decisions and sacrifices 20 years ago.”  

 

Which brings me to this question – “Will you join me? 
Will you join me in looking past the actual breadcrumbs to 
see the little ones dropping them and asking the Lord what 
part you will play in their future?”

arising from the fifth meeting of the Council for 2009 
held on Monday 20th July 2009 

 
Much of the meeting was devoted to the 
consideration of the three major items, 
the ’big waves,’ which are the subject of 
our 40 days of prayer and main business 
for the Special General meeting on 13th 
September.  

 
(1) Staffing matters and particularly the 
quest to find a new Assistant Minister and 
the extension of the appointment of Rob 
Edwards as the Children’s & Youth 
Minister on a full time basis. 

 

(2) The proposed major developments of 
the facilities at Holy Trinity and revised 
‘bubble diagrams prepared by the 
architects. 

 

(3) A trial new ministry in 
Strathfieldsaye between the St Stephen’s 
congregation and the Strathfieldsaye 
Uniting Church with a joint service once 
a month to be provided by our parish on 
our Family Church model, starting on 
16th August.

Group prayer 
times will also be arranged on the 
subsequent Wednesdays leading up to the 
Special General Meeting on 13th

Council received the monthly report from 
the Treasurer noting that while the 
offertory at all centres had been below 
budget, this was not unusual over school 
holidays. Expenses had been 12% less 
than the budget estimates.

BCA 
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Sunday 13th September       

Theme : ‘Come as You Are’ 
 

This program is aimed at the substantial 
number of people who have had some 
church connection in the past but have 
lapsed in their worship. They may have 
been hurt, disenchanted or just drifted 
away. B2CS gives them an opportunity 
to reconnect and for us to make them 
feel welcome – to come just as they are. 
 
The program has been modelled on that 
which has been running successfully in 
the UK for the past several years. The 
UK experience has shown that many 
who have lapsed in their faith would like 
to return but often feel embarrassed or 
awkward about doing so and just need a 
little personal encouragement.   
 
On Back to Church Sunday in the UK in 
2008, people in 3,000 churches invited 
and welcomed back 37,000 friends! 
The program is now being used across 
the UK and Australia and many other 
countries with some wonderful 
responses. Following a trial of the 
program in Australia last year, at St 
Paul's, Chatswood, Bishop Stuart 
Robinson wrote of their experience :  
"People who haven’t been involved in 
churches for a very long time have 
trusted their friends, they have 

responded to the invitations and they 
have joined in the celebrations, it has 
gone brilliantly.”  
 
Our Bishop, Bishop Andrew, is urging 
every parish in our diocese to participate 
wholeheartedly in this program.  
 

 
It is to be an annual event in our diocese 
on 13th September each year, for the 
foreseeable future.  
 
A crucial aspect of the program is that 
the invitation must be personal to 
someone known to the  parishioner 
issuing the invitation.  
 
Special invitation cards have been 
printed and are to be used in issuing the 
invitations. 
 

It is vital that the invitation is hand 
delivered . The person issuing the 
invitation should also offer to take their 
guest(s) to the service and make a 
special point of sitting with them, 
making them feel welcome, introducing 
them to others, sharing tea with them 
after the service and following them up 
after the event. 
 
There is also a printed ‘follow-up’ card 
to give to them as a memento and
