is important too – for me as an 
individual and also as a parish. 

I am warned by Jesus about chasing after the things of 
this world that are so easily stolen, will rust or even be 
destroyed by fire. In Luke 12:31 Jesus says instead of 
chasing after all those things which are important to a 
degree but will one day be gone – seek or “chase after” 
God’s Kingdom – and all those other things God will 
worry about. 

I am sure that if it was our house that was lost in the 
bushfires and we lost all our possessions we would also 
say that we still have our lives and that is important. But as 
Christians, is having your life still the most important 
thing? 

What I want us to ask ourselves is “what is THE most 
important thing to us as a follower of Jesus?” And what I 
am arguing is that it is “seeking God’s Kingdom and his 
glory.” 

Is that the most important thing to you? 
Is that what you are passionate about? 
Is it God’s Kingdom that causes you to cry both tears of 

 joy and sadness? 
Is that what turns your crank? 
Is that your treasure? 
And it is not me asking these questions  - it is Jesus. 

When Jesus encourages us to not worry about the things of 
this world and to seek God’s Kingdom; he finishes that 
passage in Luke with the words “for where your treasure is 
there will be your heart also.” Basically Jesus is saying 
that what ever is important to you and is your treasure – 
that will be what you are passionate about. 

As your rector and friend, my treasure is seeing people 
committed to following Jesus earnestly and deeply,  seeing 
people committed to serving and encouraging one another, 
and committed to reaching the communities in which they 
live with the hope and grace of Jesus. And even though I 
slip up and make mistakes like any other human, I know 
that this is my treasure because that is where my heart lies 
– that is what turns my crank – that is what I am passionate 
about. 

And the good news is no moth or rust can destroy it, no 
thief can take it and no bushfire can consume 
it.

preparation for Easter 
 

The Lent period begins with Ash Wednesday (17th 
February this year) when traditionally, in some 
churches, ashes from the burning of palm fronds from the previous 
Sunday, were used to place a mark on people’s foreheads as a sign of 
penitence.   
The spiritual disciplines of prayer, fasting and almsgiving are often 
highlighted during Lent. 
 

The Tuesday before the start of Lent (16th February this year) is known 
as Shrove Tuesday. The word shrove is the past tense of the English 
verb shrive, which means to obtain absolution for one's sins by way of 
confession and doing penance. So Shrove Tuesday gets its name from 
the shriving that English Christians were expected to do prior to 
receiving absolution immediately before Lent the start of Lent. 
Traditionally, in England and many other countries, the day was widely 

associated with the eating of rich foods made with eggs, 
sugar and butter, such as pancakes. It was often known 
simply as Pancake Day, originally because making such 
foods used up ingredients such as fat and eggs, the 
consumption of which was traditionally restricted during 
fasting associated with Lent. 

In our parish we will be having a pancake tea after the 10am service at 
Holy Trinity on Wednesday 17th.  

There will also be a special Ash Wednesday service at Christ Church at 
7pm. CHECK???? 

Our Mission focus during Lent will again be support for the ABM Lent 
Appeal.  Special donation envelopes will be available at each centre for 
each week of Lent and for Good Friday. The money donated will go 
toward the mission of ABM to impoverished communities and the   
Good Friday donations will be directed specifically to assist the needy 
in the province of Jerusalem and the Middle East. 
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As part of our ministry to the wider 

community and the elderly, our 
parish provides services at several 

nursing homes, hostels and 
retirement villages.  

This growing ministry is great fun 
with sing-alongs and teas 
and is greatly appreciated.

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PARISH COUNCIL NEWS    
 

arising from the last meeting of the Council for 2009 
held on Monday 14th December 2009  

 

Budget 2010 
 

The bulk of the meeting was dedicated to 
consideration of the parish budget for 
2010 as drafted by the Finance 
Committee for presentation to the AGM.  
In approving the budget Council also 
made the following decisions. 

 

* to restructure the DDF Accounts as 
recommended by the Finance Committee 
(noting that this would not change the 
total amounts held in the DDF but would 
rationalise small, uncommitted funds, 
separate and better safeguard the funds 
for Long Service Leave and Mission 
monies, clarify the amounts held in 
reserve funds and the capacity to draw on 
such funds, and allow for greater 
transparency and clarity in the reporting 
of DDF accounts and transactions) 

 

* to increase the charge for advertising in 
the Parish News Bulletin from $250 to 
$275 pa (noting that this charge was last 
increased in 2006) 

 

* to cease advertising the weekly services 
in the Bendigo Advertiser from January 
2010 (noting that this would save about 
$4,000pa) 
 

* to transfer $25,000 from the DDF 
(Youth Ministry Account) to contribute 
towards the cost of the Children’s & 
Youth Minister in 2010 (noting that  
$54,000 had been accumulated in the 
DDF Account  for the specific purpose of 
funding this appointment but to date it 

had not been necessary to utilise these 
funds as the appointment had been funded 
in full from the operating budget) 

 

* to authorise payment of the 
refurbishments of 5 Beaumont Court 
from the Special Projects Account and the 
Medwin Trust Account in the DDF. 
 
Police Checks and Working With 
Children Checks 
 

Council approved the following new 
policy to clarify and simplify the 
procedures while honouring our 
obligations to optimise safety and 
professional standards. 
 

All members of the parish who meet 
the following crite ria should have a 
Police Check :  
 

* those working with children or youth 
(18 years or below) 
* those having afte r-hours access to the 
parish office and confidential records 
* those handling large amounts of 
money (more than one offertory and not 
in a public place) 
* those engaged in intensive and 
individual pastoral care. 
 

This will include :  
* All clergy attached to the parish 
(current and retired) 
* All staff members 
* All members of the Pastoral Care team 
(i.e those formally commissioned as Lay Pastors) 
 
 Continued  on next page 
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* Those working in a supervisory or 
leadership role in children’s or youth 
ministry 
* The Treasurer and all signatories to 
parish accounts 
* Treasurer’s Assistants (those involved 
in counting and banking the money on 
behalf of the parish). 
 

[At this stage, the following are NOT  
required to have a Police Check 

 

* elected members of Council  
* Wardens 
* those engaged in informal visiting 
such as with Mothers’ Union or Caritas 
* those helping in children’s or youth 
ministry in a casual role under 
supervision 
* those engaged in collecting the single 
service offertory at Christ Church or    
St Stephen’s or Wednesday mornings 
* those involved in the handling of 
money for small or independent groups 
such as Mother’s Union, Caritas and the 
Christ Church Guild.] 
 

Council also agreed that provision 
should be made in the 2010 budget to 
allow for the subsidisation of the costs 
of obtaining a Police Check for any 
individuals who were required by the 
parish to obtain a Police Check and who 
requested such assistance. 
 

Letters will be issued in February to all 
those required to have a Police Check or 
Working with Children Check advising 
them of the requirements. 
 
 

Service Times   

The Rector reported on the on-going 
difficulties experienced as a 
consequence of the shortness of time 
between the end of the 9.30am and 
beginning of the 11am services at Holy 
Trinity.  
 

These difficulties included 
-congestion in the foyer areas, 
- inadequate time for the ministry team 
to chat to people after the 9.30 service or 
to prepare for the 11am service  
- transport of people to and from the 
front of the church prior to closure of 
the safety gates at 10.45am. 
 

Council resolved to approve the 
Rector ’s recommendation that the start 
time of the second Sunday morning 
service at Holy Trinity be changed from 
9.30am to 9.15am with effect from 14th 
February 2010 (the week after the parish 
AGM on 7th February)    
 
Land at St Stephen’s 
 

Council agreed 
 (i) to proceed with the survey and claim 
for adverse possession of the whole 
parcel of the adjoining land and to notify 
the diocese of this intention    
 and  
(ii) to transfer the $1000 allocated in the 
2009 budget into the DDF (Junortoun 
Land Account) and to use these 
aggregated funds for this survey and the 
legal fees associated with the claim
