The Bendigo Chaplaincy currently has 10 chaplains working with 15 school communities - 3 state
secondary and the remainder - state primary. We have two more schools enquiring about the
possibility of having a chaplain. The Government grantis now unavailable in the current 'round’,
meaning that schools wanting a chaplain after 2008 have to be funded independently of government
assistance. Most of the Bendigo schools have families who have been directly affected in one way
or another by the recent bushfires. Having a chaplain on hand has been very beneficial. In fact,
Kelvin Curnow had just been appointed to commence at Maiden Gully the Friday following 'Black
Saturday'........... he was able to go in immediately instead on the Monday and begin offering
support. So, the continuing prayerful and financial support of your congregations is greatly
appreciated. We thank you. ..... On 29 May at St. Andrew's Uniting Church Hall Bendigo we will
