  During June we are starting a new 
sermon series on the opening chapters 
of John's gospel titled "New Stuff." 
The name of the series may not be 
very witty but it describes my reading 
of the gospel as I was preparing the 
series.    

 The thing I 
noticed was that so 
many actions and 
words of Jesus and the events that 
surrounded his ministry would have 
been new to those who first heard him. 
As I was reading I was trying to put 
myself in the shoes of those who 
would have been there and I wonder if 
so much of what they saw and heard 

would have been mind-blowing, 
challenging and confronting.   

 Consider the following events in 
the opening chapters. Jesus says to the 
woman at the well that worship will 
not be focussed on a particular 
mountain like it had for ages but God 
was to be worshipped in spirit and 
truth.   

 Furthermore, Jesus spent time 
with those who were 
called "sinners" in his 
time and openly 

associated with them, spoke about 
being born again and did not hold to 
the Sabbatical Laws.   

 These are just a few examples of 
"new stuff" that surrounded Jesus.  
But the one that blows all those away 
would surely have to be one of the 
most important and

theologically deep verses of the whole bible - John 
1:14 - "the Word (Jesus) became flesh and dwelt 
among us." How incredible it is to considered that 
the Living God would take on human flesh and 
become part of his creation in order to save his 
creation.   

 I wonder if it is easy for us to grow accustomed 
to the biblical stories and the theology that goes 
with it fails to register with us how incredible and 
new these events, actions or words are. Can we be 
so familiar with the "Word (Jesus) became flesh" 
from the Christmas story and miss how huge a shift 
this is the in status quo of salvation history, let 
alone the make up of the Godhead.   

 Which then got me thinking - if we can become 
so blasé about the incredible new things God was 
doing then - can we also be blasé or ignorant of 
what God is doing now? Are there things going on 
around us in our lives or in our church where God is 
acting but we are failing to notice let alone give 
thanks or get involved?   

 Please never forget that God is living and active 
- he is always producing "waves of ministry 
opportunities," sometimes very NEW waves, that 
we can surf and be part of. The first step is to ask 
God to open our eyes - our physical and spiritual 
eyes - to what he is doing and the possibilities for 
us to be involved.   

 Dear Lord, open our eyes. May we be able to 
see where you are working and the new things that 
you are doing to bring glory to your name.  
 May we never grow tired or accustomed to your 
ways. And thank you for the privilege of being 
involved. Amen?  Amen!

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 So this month I discovered another thing I’m a complete rookie at 
- being a Dad!     

 If it wasn’t enough that this minister job completely humbled me 
and took me daily by surprise, I now start at Level 0.1 in ‘Requisite 
Skills And Nous for Fatherhood’.  In these early days and weeks, (and 
as I write Evie is still less than 3 weeks old), Camille and I  have 
entered into a stage of life many of you have experienced or are 
experiencing, and it’s tempting to deduce that the proof of the ease of 
parenthood is in the fact that there are (patently, obviously) so many parents and children: alive, 
functional, and moderately happy.  Well, I’ve figured out pretty quickly that it can be less than 
easy, and no two children are the same! Each member of a given family has their own needs, 
intricacies, and ‘good fit’.  And so we plough on working out our own Imberger fit, absorbing all 
the advice like a sponge (admittedly one that gets washed clean every now and then!). 
 The upshot, really, is this: I don’t know much about fatherhood, but I know I love my 
daughter. I love her. I might not have read all the books or know what tomorrow will bring, I 
might not have much wisdom on how to raise a girl or be able to remember what age she’s going 
to get teeth, but I do know this: I love my daughter.  Hard to explain, hard to get my head around, 
hard to capture in words, but it’s true.  
 So imagine my delight when I was reading through Psalm 139 the other day… 
  For you created my inmost being; you knit me together in my mother’s womb. 
  I praise you because I am fearfully and wonderfully made… 
  When I was woven together in the depths of the earth, your eyes saw my unformed body. 
  All the days ordained for me were written in my book before one of them came to be.  
 

 I was delighted because God my Father has none of the inadequacies and gaps about me,   
His son, that I have about my daughter; He knows me, through and through, without equivocation.  
I am His unique creation, made with tenderness and intentional design and destiny in mind.   This 
turns my utter lack of wisdom about fatherhood into a wonderful opportunity to praise God for his 
perfect wisdom; He knows how to ‘raise’ me, He knows what’s best, indeed He’s fathered me for 
these 27 years so far.    

 Not only all this, but (here’s the kicker) God loves me perfectly; He has made me 
“wonderful” (I say that without pride), He has cared enough to put breath in these lungs and 
tastebuds in my mouth so I can enjoy life, He loves me to the point of etching into history “all the 
days ordained for me”.  This turns the certainty I feel about my love for Evie into an opportunity 
to pause and think : all the gushing and all the joy and all the loving looks and all the adjec tives 
I’ve used to describe my daughter – God loves me like that, and more!  This is especially earth-
shattering when I consider I didn’t remain cute, innocent, or pure: I rebelled against God and 
deserved hell.  But in and through and because of Jesus, I am loved despite myself. 
 Brothers and sisters, God knows you and loves you like this too. And you don’t have to be a 
parent, (new or old), to discover this: it’s there, in His unchanging Word, the truth about you.   
 Would you praise our perfect Father with me, so that He gets the glory He deserves from  
His children?

Jesus said   
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 The missionary focus in June is on Australia, 

specifically on the work of the                       
Bush Church Aid Society (BCA).   

 

BCA, which has an Anglican affiliation, operates ministries in 35 centres 
covering all states of Australia (see below), ranging from Bateman’s Bay (NSW) to Kununurra 
(WA).  The Victorian centres are at Heathcote, Central Mallee (Ouyen) and Sunraysia South 
(Mildura).  Many of the positions are as ordained clergy, but others include personnel such as 
youth workers, community workers and similar professional staff.  The more remote situations 
include mining towns in SA and WA, and isolated stations.  The fly-in/fly-out nature of many 
staff in the mining towns means that the population is largely it inerant or transient, which makes 
it difficult to build community and continuity.   

The society began in 1836, and has built a reputation for dedicated service to the people living 
and working in the outback.  In the past it has operated and maintained hospitals, student hostels 
and a flying padre.  Today most of the effort is directed towards providing pastoral and outreach 
care to remote centres.  One current development is in the area of mental health, as clinical 
depression is a major concern in isolated environments.  A program known as “Open Gate” has 
been set up to train staff in the recognition and appropriate response to cases of depression.  It 
will be run “with a Christian worldview, rather than as a secular enterprise”. 
 Like most NGOs, BCA relies heavily on private donations to fund its work.

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PARISH COUNCIL NEWS    
 

arising from the third meeting of the Council for 2010 
held on Monday 17th May 2010  

 

‘2010 & Beyond’ updates 
Council spent the greater part of the 
meeting discussing this item—especially : 

 

* Options for the future of the ministry 
in Strathfieldsaye;  and 

 

* Proposals for refurbishment of the  
‘old rectory’ for children’s ministry at an 
estimated cost of $18,000 +. 
Council resolved to use the Special 
Projects Appeal monies to fund this 
project supplemented, as  necessary, by 
funds from the Roma Medwin Trust.  
 

Finances 
* Council received the Financial report 
for the month ended 30th April. 
With income marginally under budget 
and expenditure slightly over budget the 
cash flow situation continues to be 
extremely tight. 
* The Funds in the Special Projects 
Appeal have almost been expended on  
the approved developments to date and 
renewal of the appeal is needed to fund 
the next stages of the development plans. 
* The Bencourt Care Trust has granted 
the parish $5,770 to facilitate a six-month 
trial project proposed by the Rector and 
Children’s and Youth Minister to run a 
‘drop-in’ ministry at Holy Trinity. 
 

Property Matters 
Council reviewed action being taken with 
regard to a number of Risk Management 
issues including proposals for the regular 
inspection and tagging of electrical 

equipment, updating of First Aid kits and 
Fire Fighting equipment. 
 

Council also approved proposals for 
completion of the landscaping of the back 
garden of the Rectory - with some bark 
chips and lawn as well as adjustment of 
the storm water grate to reduce the risk of 
future flooding. 
The Rector also reported the possible 
availability of good quality playground 
equipment from Quarry Hill School at a 
substantially reduced cost of $1500. 
Council agreed to set aside funds for this 
purpose. 
 

Technology upgrades 
In accordance with the budgeted 
provisions for regular technology 
upgrades, Council endorsed the 
replacement of the Rector ’s lap top with a 
new desk top computer; the on-going    
networking of the Holy Trinity site and 
review of network providers to ensure 
optimal service. 
 

Staffing 
Council discussed staffing issues in the 
light of the developing ministry needs in 
the parish. 
 
 

Routine Reports 
Council considered routine reports from 
the Rector and Assistant Minister and 
from each of the three centres  - including 
feedback on the successful CMS Autumn 
Weekend.

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The Annual Men’s Convention 
 

was held last month 21-22 May  
at the Belgrave Heights 

Convention Centre  
 

Located in a beautiful setting on 8 
hectares in the Dandenong mountain 
ranges just 45 kms east of Melbourne, the 
Belgrave Heights centre is a great venue 
for Christian conferences and camps with 
excellent facilities and services. 
These include a 1650-seat main 
auditorium, with modern multi-media and 
worship facilities, reception centre, kiosk,  
small hall, camp kitchens and barbecues, 
large number of caravan and tent sites and 
some residential accommodation along 
with a nearby Lodge which sleeps 53 
people. A number of conventions and 
camps are run each year for a variety of 
Christian groups. 
This year, 10 guys from our parish joined 
several hundred Christian men from 
across Victoria and inter-State at the 
Convention. with the theme  
“ The Gospel—Know it. Live it. Tell it.”  
For those of us who traveled down on a 
mini bus on the Saturday, it was a long 
day leaving Bendigo at 6am and getting 
back at about 9pm—but it was an 
inspiring time of great Bible teaching, 
uplifting singing and good fellowship.  
 

The speakers were all outstanding :   
Revd Ian Powell (ex Anglican Rector at 
St Barnabas Sydney, now with the City 
Bible Forum); Revd Ray Galea, the 
Rector of Rooty Hill Parish, NSW, and 
Leigh Hatcher, anchor man for SKY TV.   
 

Studies on Acts 17 explored 
‘Understanding the world we live in’, 
Romans 12 illuminated ‘Living a Life 
Worthy of the Gospel ‘ and John 21—gave 

insights into ‘What do we do now?’ as we 
await Jesus’ return.  
Leigh Hatcher shared some of his 
experiences as a Christian in an often 
hostile media and the Grace of God in 
helping him through his battle with 
chronic fatigue.
