 I have been reading a book lately 

called “Break Out Churches.” It is a book 
that looks at statistical data on churches in 
America to identify churches that have had 
significant turnaround and then find out why. 

 As I was reading this book a 
number of factors that were essential to 
churches that were fulfilling God’s great 
mission started to become obvious. And what 
were those factors I hear you ask! Well, I 
can’t go into all of them now, but suffice to 
say the things we need to be committed to as 
a parish were definitely part of the list. And 
those things we need to be committed to are; 
“committed to Jesus, committed to each 
other, and committed to our communities.” 

 If a church or parish is not 
committed to Jesus and walking with Him 
then it is sunk before it goes any further. 
Similarly, a church or parish must be 
passionate and committed to their 

communities and sharing Jesus with those 
communities – whether they be near or far. 

 What did strike me again as I read 
the book and as I also reflected on the 
different churches that I have been involved 
in over my years is the commitment the 
members of the church need to have to each 
other. Commitment that is borne out in 
looking out for each other, helping each 
other, chipping in when things need to be 
done, and basically living as a family of God. 

  I read of a church called Central 
Christian Church in Wisconsin which, at the 
time of writing the book, had an average 
attendance of 1000 each week. As I 
considered a 1000 people going through the 
door a number of things went through my 
mind such as “that is a lot of names to 
remember!” 

 As I read on about this church the 
minister there was keen to see the church 
committed to each other and helping each 
other wherever possible. One of the ways in 
which he encouraged them to be committed 
to each other was to

become  “one hour heroes.” 
“One hour heroes” were people who 

volunteered an hour a week (or the equivalent over a month 
for instance) to help with the little things that need to be 
done. There was one lady who signed up and came in each 
week and simply sharpened pencils. Her role was absolutely 
essential because if she didn’t sharpen the pencils then the 
100’s of children coming in on Sunday would have no 
pencils to use unless someone else did it. 

 We don’t have 1000 people attending each week, 
but because we are a multi-centred, multi-congregational and 
multi-aged parish there are a lot of “little things” and “not so 
little things” that have to be done. Anything from cleaning, 
vacuuming, weeding, administration work, mowing, visiting, 
making meals, welcoming at the door, morning tea and 
supper, minor maintenance, and so on. 

 I am keen for us not to trivialise the importance of 
such commitment to each other. It is the little things that 
have to be done that show we care for each other and our 
parish and also those that we seek to reach with God’s hope. 
This sort of commitment is not only a witness to our visitors 
but also to each other – as we show what it means to be part 
of a family. 

 A few years ago I went to a very large conference 
with tens of thousands of people attending and the element 
that made the whole event successful, smooth and 
encouraging were the hundreds of people wearing red shirts. 
These people wearing red shirts were committed to the 
conference and seeing people blessed and so they gave up 
their time to volunteer – volunteer for crowd control, 
parking, cleaning toilets, handing out things, and so on. That 
event and the witness of those people is etched in my mind. 
They were heroes. 

My encouragement is that we might seriously consider 
being committed to each other by being “one hour heroes” as 
it were. We can do this firstly by making sure that we have 
returned our Commitment Forms on which we can indicated 
and volunteer the skills that we have. If you have done this 
and our Lord has encouraged you to take this seriously, then 
contact the parish office and let them know that you are keen 
to help wherever you can.   

As the writer to the Hebrews said “And let us consider 
how we may spur one another on toward love and 
good deeds.” (Heb 10:24)

arising from the 9th regular meeting of the Council for 2009 
held on Monday 19th October 2009  

The meeting was held at Christ Church 
and thanks are extended to the Christ 
Church and John Bovaird in particular for 
hosting the Council on this occasion. 
 

‘2010 & Beyond’ Action  
 

Council has agreed to announce a new 
target of $150,000 for the Parish’s 
Special Projects Appeal (noting that 
over $20,000 has already been raised in 
2009) for the next stages of the ‘2010 
& Beyond Plan’ (as endorsed by 
Council and as reported to the Special 
Parish Meeting on 13th Sept 09).  
 

The proposed stages in 2010 include : 
¨ renovations to 5 Beaumont Court 
¨ conversion of the old rectory to 

provide rooms for children’s 
ministry 

¨ creation of additional rooms for 
children’s/youth ministry  

¨ provision of storage sheds 
¨ upgrade of the driveway at Holy 

Trinity. 
 

Rob & Camille Imberger will be 
moving into 5 Beaumont Court and 
ideally the renovations need to be 
completed before their arrival.  
 

The refurbishment of the old rectory to 
provide new facilities for children’s 
ministry etc will be dependent upon 
provision of  suitable alternative 
accommodation for the Edwards family 

and the Council is considering options 
in this regard with Rob. 

 

The proposed appointment of a part-
time Assistant (Uni minister) has been 
deferred for the time being. 
 
Finances 
Council received the monthly report 
from the Treasurer noting that the 
overall financial situation was 
satisfactory. While income was 
marginally under budget, expenditure 
was substantially less than budget. 
 

Property matters 
(i) The new fencing at Holy Trinity, as 
reported in the last Bulletin, should be 
installed before Christmas and will 
significantly enhance the safety on the 
premises especially for young children. 
(ii) Council approved the purchase of a 
new globe for the multi-media 
projector at Holy Trinity 
(iii) Some of the floorboards in the hall 
at Holy Trinity are in need of repair.    
A garden tap at HT has been damaged 
and had to be replaced and the 
guttering at HT has been cleaned out. 
 
Joint Services with Strathfieldsaye 
Uniting Church 
Council noted further reports on this

From the figures we received we have estimated that 12,000 people returned to 
church on Back to Church Sunday which was an average of 20 extra people per 
church.  We give thanks and praise to our mighty God for his great goodness. 
We thought that you might like to share this with your churches so they can see 
what they have been part of... 

 

We have been so encouraged by the stories from individuals and churches; here are 
a couple of quotes from them: 
 

‘I can truly say that BTCS was the highlight of my entire ministry.  It is probably the 
most successful single venture I have ever undertaken as a priest...What really 
stood out for me was that, as one of our members accompanying their guest entered 
the church, they had the hugest grin on their face and said proudly, “This is my 
friend whom I brought to church today!”

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Dear brothers and sisters 
 
The Vatican announced on 20 October that Pope Benedict XVI has approved an 
Apostolic Constitution (a formal papal decree), which will make provision for 
groups of Anglicans who wish to be received into communion with the See of Rome. 
The decree provides a single canonical structure which allows former Anglicans to 
enter full communion with the Catholic Church while retaining aspects of Anglican 
spiritual and liturgical tradition. Pastoral oversight and guidance will be provided for 
groups of former Anglicans through a Personal Ordinariate whose Ordinary will 
usually be appointed from among former Anglican clergy. 
 
There are two new aspects in the announcement. The first is that it contemplates 
receiving groups into full communion whereas in the past the emphasis has been on 
individuals. The second new aspect sees groups being allowed to retain distinctive 
elements of Anglican spiritual and liturgical identity. 
How this will work in practice remains to be seen. The full text of the Apostolic 
Constitution along with a code of practice is yet to be released. Much is still unclear, 
such as which aspects of Anglican spirituality and liturgy will be retained and what 
will be the effect on Roman Catholic ordinands if candidates for ordination in the 
‘Anglican stream’ are allowed to marry. 
 
The Reverend Dr Charles Sherlock, a member of ARCIC 1991-2005, has written a 
paper entitled “Anglicans and Rome: where to from now for both?” that discusses 
these and other questions about the application of the Apostolic Constitution. A copy 
of his helpful paper is attached.   [Note—available from the parish office] 
 
I don’t anticipate that this development will affect the Anglican Church of Australia 
to any great extent for two reasons. First the people most likely to be affected 
probably left the Anglican Church some years ago. Secondly, those taking up this 
opportunity will need to agree to be reconfirmed, in the case of laity, or reordained, 
in the case of clergy, as well as conforming to the full range of doctrinal and moral 
positions of the Roman Catholic Church, including its teachings on papal infallibility 
and contraception, for example. I think most Anglicans really want to be Anglicans 
notwithstanding disagreements over the ordination of women, prayer book revision 

 

 CATHOLIC & ANGLICAN CHURCH  COMMUNION

To All Australian Archbishops and Bishops : 23 October 2009 
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and any number of issues. 
There might be a few groups who may grasp this opportunity but I don’t think they 
will be large or many in number. If this development provides a means for groups of 
former Anglicans to come together with the Roman Catholic Church, then that is a 
good thing and a contribution to the ecumenical goals we share. 
The consequences of the Apostolic Constitution may be felt more by the Church of 
England. It already has distinctive structures such as flying bishops who cross 
diocesan boundaries ministering to those who do not agree with the ordination of 
women. Whether numbers of these parishes seek to take advantage of the options 
offered by the Apostolic Constitution remains to be seen. If sufficient numbers did 
enter into full communion with the Roman Catholic Church the shape and outlook of 
the Church of England and to some extent the Anglican Communion may be altered 
somewhat. 
 
In a letter to the Primates on 20 October 2009 the Archbishop of Canterbury says 
that it is now up to those who have made requests to the Holy See to respond to the 
Apostolic Constitution. In the light of discussions with senior officials in the Vatican, 
he feels that this new possibility is ‘in no sense at all intended to undermine the 
existing relations between our two communions or to be an act of proselytism or 
aggression.’ He also says that our ecumenical relationships will continue on their 
current cordial basis, regionally and internationally (a copy of the letter is attached).
 [Note—available from the parish office] 
 
There have been strong relations with the Roman Catholic Church for more than 40 
years built through theological dialogue and cooperation. I expect relationships 
between the two will continue to be rich and productive. For now we will need to be 
patient and see how things unfold.
