Each October in this parish we 
have what we call Commitment Sunday. 
It is a time when we look seriously at our 
commitment to the Lord and specifically 
in the area of our commitment to the 
parish and each other.  

When it comes to this annual event 
there is often a spectrum of responses -
from those who don’t believe they have 
anything of value in their lives to be 
worthy to make any commitment, to 
those who don’t like the idea of thinking 
about commitment—and everything in 
between!

The information provided is vital for our planning, ministry and pastoral 
care.

For over two years, a small group comprising 
Bishop Andrew, Dean Peta Sherlock and the three 
Cathedral Wardens have been searching for 
funding through various government agencies -  

local, state and federal - and from private philanthropic trusts. 
We have had virtually no success! 
Even though our Cathedral is a major public heritage-listed building, we 
seem to be “off the radar” of most funding bodies. 
To try to kick start  our own fund, the Wardens are holding an auction of 
valuables in mid-November, for which we are seeking donations in kind, 
such as estate jewelry, paintings, bric-a-brac and antique furniture. 
So, how about a spring clean at your house, get rid of some of that 
clutter, and donate the items to help re-open St. Paul’s?

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PARISH COUNCIL NEWS    
 

arising from the 8th regular meeting of the Council for 2009 
held on Monday 21st September 2009  

‘2010 & Beyond’ 
 

The major item of business was to 
consider matters arising from the 
Parish’s Special General Meeting held 
on 13th September. 
Notes of the meeting were received 
together with a working paper 
outlining actions to be taken and time 
frames and funding for such actions. 
 

The following actions were decided :  
 

(i) To proceed with the erection of 
safety fencing at Holy Trinity. A 
working bee is to be arranged by 
Gordon Hensley in this regard shortly. 
 

(ii) To obtain further specific 
information, through the Wardens and 
Finance Committee after further 
consultation with Rob Edwards, 
regarding the proposed refurbishment 
of 5 Beaumont Court and relocation 
of the Edwards family 
accommodation—for further 
consideration at the next meeting of 
Council (19th October) 
 

(iii) To defer decision about the 
proposed appointment of a part-time 
Assistant (uni ministry) pending 
further advice from the Rector and 
Finance Committee regarding the 
nature of the duties, salary and 
entitlements and with reference to 
comparable positions elsewhere. 

Finances 
Council received the monthly report 
from the Treasurer noting that the 
overall financial situation was 
satisfactory. While income was 2% 
under budget, expenditure was 12% 
less than budget. 
 

Parish Administration Act 
The Diocesan Synod has initiated a 
review of the Parish Administration 
Act which defines parishes and 
prescribes how they are to be 
administered. James Oakley is co-
ordinating the response from our 
Parish. At the meeting preliminary 
comments were noted. A draft response 
will now be prepared for discussion at 
the October meeting of Council and 
finalisation in November for report, 
through the Registry, to the Synod. 
 

Property matters 
(i) Council approved proposals for the 
completion of the landscaping of the  
garden at the Rectory from within the 
budget. A working bee will be arranged 
to complete this work. 
 

(ii) Council noted problems with the 
globe and projection facilities at Holy 
Trinity and discussed options resolving 
these issues. Decisions will be made at 
the next meeting in the light of further 
information re options and costs.

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In the Philippines on Sunday 27th September, one month’s rain fell in just 24 hours. 
 

The affect was disastrous. An estimated 240 people were killed and 400,000 made 
homeless. 
 

Worst of all, the Philippines’ floods have hit the poor the hardest. Almost one quarter 
of the country’s population live below the poverty line (AusAid). People who were 
already struggling will be battling hard over the coming days and weeks to get their 
lives back to normal. In response to a call for donations from ACT International, the 
Anglican Board of Mission has launched an appeal for the Philippines floods.  

 

Donations to this appeal will go to the National Council of Churches in the Philip-
pines to fund immediate relief efforts. We are aiming to raise $50,000. 
 
 

At the moment the Episcopal Church of the Philippines (ECP) is still trying to estab-
lish contact with some of the rural communities in the areas worst affected by the 
flooding. The ECP has formed a medical relief team to help the injured and are gath-
ering food supplies to distribute.
