Then he would call the dog 
and notice that the dog was completely 
disorientated because it had not been 
paying attention to the bigger picture but 
had just been going from one thing to 
another. The dog had failed to look up 
occasionally and see where its master 
was and where it was going in the long 
run. I find that it can be too easy to be 
like this in life – how about you?. 

 I have also known other people 
who have been the exact opposite. They 
have had extremely detailed 10 – 20 year 
plans for their life. Trying to devise such 
a plan makes my head hurt just thinking 
about it – let alone trying to have a plan 
that allows for all the twists and turns 
that life can throw at you!

I have found helpful from time to 
time is to stop, think and pray about 

where I think our Lord would want me to be in say 5 
years.

Congregational Meeting, the Parish Council and I are 
hoping to convey our thinking on where we believe the 
parish needs to be going in the next couple of years. 
The Parish Council and I have done a lot of praying, 
thinking and discussing on some issues over a long 
period of time and we intend to convey where we are 
up to with this and where we are intending to lead the 
parish. 

 The role of the Parish Council and me as 
Rector is prayerfully and proactively to lead the parish. 
With that in mind we are asking that you will listen to 
our proposals and the decisions we are making and 
consider them. We will be reporting on areas such as 
staffing, Strathfieldsaye opportunities and facilities. 
There will be opportunity on the day to ask questions 
and make comments and of course there is always 
opportunity for you to convey thoughts to the Parish 
Council or myself. 

 When I consider just the last 3 years (well 
almost 3 years) I can see God has been doing some 
great things amongst us and I am excited about what 
we are planning to do in the coming years. It will be 
scary at times and we will possibly have to make some 
changes to our thinking – but that is typical if you want 
to surf big waves. 

My goal as Rector is for us all to be able to look 
back in say 5 years and see more people who have 
come to know Jesus, grown in their faith and 
ministered to one another and then exclaim          
“Wow God – You are incredible!”

Theme : ‘Come as You Are’ 
 

This program is aimed at the substantial 
number of people who have had some 
church connection in the past but have 
lapsed in their worship. They may have 
been hurt, disenchanted or just drifted 
away. B2CS gives them an opportunity 
to reconnect and for us to make them 
feel welcome – to come just as they are. 
 
The program has been modelled on that 
which has been running successfully in 
the UK for the past several years. The 
UK experience has shown that many 
who have lapsed in their church 
attendance would like to return but often 
feel embarrassed or awkward about 
doing so and just need a little personal 
encouragement.   
 
On Back to Church Sunday in the UK in 
2008, people in 3,000 churches invited 
and welcomed back 37,000 friends! 
The program is now being used across 
the UK and Australia and many other 
countries with some wonderful 
responses. Following a trial of the 
program in Australia last year, at St 
Paul's, Chatswood, Bishop Stuart 
Robinson wrote of their experience :  
"People who haven’t been involved in 

churches for a very long time have 
trusted their friends, they have 
responded to the invitations and they 
have joined in the celebrations, it has 
gone brilliantly.”  
 
Our Bishop, Bishop Andrew, is urging 
every parish in our diocese to participate 
wholeheartedly in this program.  
 
It is to be an annual event in our diocese 
on 13th September each year, for the 
foreseeable future.  
 
A crucial aspect of the program is that 
the invitation must be personal to 
someone known to the  parishioner 
issuing the invitation.  
 
Special invitation cards have been 
printed and are to be used in issuing the 
invitations. 
 

It is vital that the invitation is hand 
delivered . The person issuing the 
invitation should also offer to take their 
guest(s) to the service and make a 
special point of sitting with them, 
making them feel welcome, introducing 
them to others, sharing tea with them 
after the service and following them up 
after the event.

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During August at Alexandra House, the Parish team enjoyed an afternoon visiting the 
residents as happens first Thursday of each month. The program began with a service 
of Holy Communion. The main theme was "LOST". Everyone enjoyed lots of singing 
with well loved hymns like, "Surely Goodness and Mercy", "Amazing Grace", and 
"Loving Shepherd of Thy Sheep". Ruth Briar played a piano medley of hymns during 
communion while Esma Pennington helped Greg distribute the bread and wine. Jeanne 
May told an old story about lost children around the Horsham area in the late 1880's. 
Betty Harrison and Graham Robinson led the singing. Harold Lacy confidently read 
aloud the bible reading for the service. Beth Bassler shared a short story. 
 
 After the service everyone stayed and joined in for the next hour of hearty 
community singing. August 1st was the month to celebrate All Horses Birthday. (fitted 
into the lost theme above, ... well sort of... since many people have lost heaps of money 
on horses!) We sang a stack of songs that had some reference to horses. Some residents 
won little prizes in some fun competitions and quizzes. 
 
 The next theme of songs we remembered Bastille Day from 14th July, with a few 
French songs. Jeanne May and Beth Bassler were keen to sing the La Marseillaise IN 
FRENCH!!!   Later the rest of us just sang the same tune to the words of the Brisbane 
Lions Football team song,  because that's all we could handle. 
The last group of songs were American traditionals like "Jimmy Crack Corn", "She'll 
be coming round the mountain" and a few other well known songs. To finish the 
afternoon the residents often sing goodbye songs like "Wish Me Luck as You Wave me 
Goodbye", "Smile Awhile" and "We'll meet again don't know where ...". 
 
 The afternoon finished with lots of laughs and the team was invited to share 
afternoon tea provided by the staff. Everyone gets a chance to chat with the residents 
over a cup of tea and a cake. We have a great afternoon and the residents have been 
encouraged and entertained by people from this Parish. The team gains also by sharing 
their spare time and some of God's love to the residents. 
 
 For September we sing AFL team songs leading to the coming Grand Final. Last 
year everyone wore football team colours- beanie cap, scarf or jumper, some had 
football socks! 
 
 Maybe you would like to be part of the parish team like those people mentioned 
above and others not present today. They regularly visit Alexandra House plus other 
locations like, Village Life in Condon Street and more retirement villages or hostels 
recorded in the Parish News each month.

Much of the regular meeting and all of 
the Special meeting was devoted to the 
consideration of the three major items, 
the ’big waves,’ which are the subject of 
our 40 days of prayer and main business 
for the Special General meeting on 13th 
September.

(2) Accommodation needs for the 
Assistant Minister and the Children’s and 
Youth Director. 
 

(3)  The proposed major developments of 
the facilities at Holy Trinity.   

(4) The trial new ministry in 
Strathfieldsaye between the St Stephen’s 
congregation and the Strathfieldsaye 
Uniting Church  
 

Finances 
Council received the monthly report from 
the Treasurer noting that income was 
approximately 4% below budget but 
slightly above that for the same period 
last year. Expenditure was within budget 
 
Parish Administration Act 
The Diocesan Synod has initiated a 
review of the Parish Administration Act 
which defines parishes and prescribes 
how they are to be administered. James 
Oakley is co-ordinating the response from 
our Parish which will be discussed at the 
September and October meetings of 
Council and finalised in November for 
inclusion in the consolidated report from 
parishes back to the next Synod 

 
 
Other Reports 
Council also considered routine reports 
from the Rector, the Children’s & Youth 
Minister and each of the centres . 
 
 

Council spent an extended time in prayer bringing these matters  
before the Lord and seeking wisdom to discern His Will,  

and the courage and grace to act accordingly.

waves together, continue to honour God in this parish and be effective in  
promoting the Gospel in Jesus Name and for His sake.
